Business arising from Minutes; Marian
Re; Shed at 589 Chrystal Drive. Email received Nov 21, 2013 from Rick (done)
Corkum, Acting Building Supervisor and Enforcement Service, Mun. of
Kings County . He did visit the property and indicates in his email that if
the property owner moved their shed back the 4 feet that is required,
the kids would not be able to reach her shed shingles. (Note letter sent to

Sidewalk Tremont Rd; The clerk reported that on consultation with Tim
Bouter, Engineering services, Municipality of Kings County, using the
transmission lines is not an option. Tim recommended that we contact
Dave Bell at Hiltz and Simone to have a rural sidewalk design specs that
DTIR would approve. He said that typically the design cost is about 10 %
of what the total project would cost. Defer this to budget discussions.

Financial update; Comparative Income Statement to October 31, 2013
was circulated, the clerk noted that the funds from the Tax Levy is lower
than the budgeted amount by about $7,000.00 and sent an inquiry to
Wendy Salsman, County Revenue Clerk.

Close office between Christmas and New Years. Christmas party
location: The commission agreed to close the office between December
25,2013 and January 1, 2014. The Clerk will use 3 lieu days off for
December 27, 30 and 31. Office will reopen on January 2, 2014. The
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Christmas dinner will be at the Aurora Inn in Kingston on December 12.
Bob Baker is prepared to assist with snow removal this winter, if
necessary, as a seasonal worker at a rate of pay equal to the lowest paid
PW employee. Comm. Harty MOVED, SECONDED by Comm. Nickerson to
hire Bob Baker as a temporary seasonal worker if the need arises.
CARRIED.

c. Aerator; It has been the past practice for our public works to borrow the
aerator from the Greenwood Golf Course. The Wing aerator is usually in
poor condition when picked up and Mike and Jamie have to spend
money, to make repairs, before using it each year on our sport fields.
Comm. Harty showed photos of the current condition of Wing aerator.
Some discussion on purchasing a new one or make them an offer to
purchase the wing. Comm. Harty will do some research on the cost of a
new one.
